Dear Honorable John A. "Jack" Tatooles, 
 
A lack of regional trail planning in the northwest suburbs has left our communities with 
only short trails that don’t connect. 
 
However, there is an opportunity to build a multi-use trail that would link Deer Grove 
Forest Preserve, Bakers Lake Forest Preserve, the Palatine Trail system, and Barrington’s 
bikeway network:  IDOT will be reconstructing the Dundee Road bridges over Union 
Pacific Railroad and Northwest Highway/Rt. 14.  This $13.4 million project currently 
includes no bicycle or pedestrian accommodations despite IDOT’s policy that all forms 
of transportation be considered in roadway design.   
 
I am writing to solicit your support for the inclusion of a pedestrian underpass in the 
plans for this reconstruction project.  A simple box culvert would allow for the 
development of a trail to be built parallel and south of the UP Northwest Line between 
Quentin and Ela Road.  Please see the attached exhibit. 
 
Most of the trail would be built on an existing 1.5 mile long trail easement in Inverness.  
Other than linking the four destinations mentioned above, the trail would also link several 
points of interest, including the Palatine Prairie, Inverness’s Veteran’s Memorial, and 
Palatine Stables.  This trail appears on three regional planning maps. 
 
I would like to solicit your support for the inclusion of this underpass.  We should not 
pass up this opportunity to remove this barrier to safe horseback riding and bicycling in 
the community. 
 
I would like to meet to discuss what efforts have been taken to get this underpass.
